Self-Cleaning Filter For Pumping Out Manure

The problem with conventional manure pump
filters is that they either have holes too big to
keep out solids or, if the holes are small
enough, they plug up and have to be cleaned
too often.

The new “Rotorflush” filter fits on the end
of the suction hose. An extra pipe from the
output side of the pump is fed back to the
filter to drive a rotating spray bar that mounts
inside the filter. The rotating bar continually
sprays a jet of water back through the filter
screen to keep it clean. About 10 to 20 per-
cent of the pump’s output is used to operate
the backflushing rotor. The filter works au-
tomatically and requires no maintenance.

Wheeled ““Scaffold”

Smallholder Tractor Co. bought the design
and manufacturing rights for Massey 35 and
Ferguson TE20 tractors. They install new
water-cooled 3 or 4-cyl. direct inject diesel
engines and add a specially fabricated front
trunion that attaches to the original-style axle.
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They fitted the tractor with a crankshaft-
driven oil pump, new grid-like foot plates, a
new seat, steering wheel, exhaust pipe, steel
mudguards, 3-pt. linkage, drawbar, brake
shoes, wheels, and tires. Prices range from
about $10,030 for the 30 hp model to $13,175
for the 55 hp model.
