New Energy Ideas
The notion that the world has a shortage of energy is dis-
proved almost daily as revolutionary new ideas keep pour-
ing out of inventors’ workshops.  Energy is all around us!
We just haven’t figured out how to use it yet.  Here are three
promising new ideas that make use of the power of nature.

Power Your Farm With Lightning
This “shocking” new source
of power comes from
Dekalb, Illinois inventor
Steve Le Roy who has de-
veloped a device that inten-
tionally generates lightning
in order to harvest the en-
ergy discharged.  He has
built a prototype that gen-
erates 3-ft. bolts of lightning
(which can be as loud as gunshots), each with enough power
to light a 60-watt bulb for 20 min.  Le Roy believes a full-
size system could generate enough electricity from one light-
ning bolt to power 30,000 homes for a day.  Le Roy says if
you’ve ever seen what lightning can do when it hits a tree,
you can imagine the potential of a nature-powered electrical
generator.

“We are in the final stages of a
90-day test off the coast of
Galveston, Texas, and it has
absolutely met our expecta-
tions,” says Doug Sandberg of
Independent Natual Re-
sources, Inc. (INRI), about the
company’s “Seadog” pumps
that produce electricity from
ocean waves.  The floating
pumps stand 35 ft. tall and
weigh 17,200 lbs.

Seadog is a simple pump
with a piston shaft attached to
a floating block in a fixed po-
sition chamber. As the waves

move the block up and down, the piston pumps through a
cylinder. Water is drawn in through an intake valve and ex-
pelled through an exhaust valve.

INRI says the pump can also be used to generate hydro-
electric power or to pump water to a reservoir for release on
demand. The Seadog is also being looked at as a viable way
to pump water to a desalination plant and also to power it.

Sandberg told FARM SHOW tests show they can go out
two miles and effectively push water to shore, depending on
pipe diameter and the size of the waves. More tests are sched-
uled this year in California (www.inri.us; ph 877 467-4872).

Fuel Up With Saltwater!
After John Kanzius, Erie, Penn., underwent chemotherapy
for leukemia, the former broadcaster, who has always had an
interest in science, decided to try to find a less toxic way to
stop cancer.  His idea?  Use radio waves to zap cancer cells.
Along the way, he may have come up with a revolutionary
new fuel that’s super abundant, and free.

Here’s his idea in a nut shell.  Cancer researchers already

knew that cancer cells will absorb nanoparticles of metal (less
than one billionth of a meter in size) while healthy cells will
not.  By exposing the cells to radio waves, the cancer cells
can be killed, leaving the healthy cells untouched.    Cancer
researchers all over the world were amazed at the Kanzius
discovery, including researchers at the world renowned MD
Anderson Cancer Clinic in Houston, Texas, who are con-
tinuing work on the idea along with scientists at the Pitts-
burgh Medical Center.

While doing the cancer research, Kanzius was zapping salt
water in a test tube with radio waves and heard the sound of
a spark.  He lit a match over the tube and was amazed to see
a high temperature flame burning on top of the water. It was
later measured at 3,000°, indicating a tremendous release of
energy.

Dr. Rustum Roy, a leading expert in water structure at Penn
State University, calls the discovery “the most remarkable in
water science in 100 years”.  He notes that it isn’t the saltwa-
ter itself that’s burning. He believes the radio waves weaken
the bonds of the sodium, chloride, hydrogen and oxygen in
the saltwater so that it’s actually the released hydrogen that’s
burning.

Kanzius is working with Industrial Sales & Manufactur-
ing in Erie, Penn., to perfect the process.  He says they’ve so
far powered a Stirling engine with saltwater exposed to ra-
dio waves.  Meanwhile, Dr. Roy is working to secure re-
search funding from the U.S. Dept. of Energy. To see a video
of saltwater in flames, go to www.rustumroy.com.
