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“No matter how big the truck or how it's positioned beneath my
auger, I can always fill it completely full without having to move the
truck," says Tim Lindhorst about his “side swing” auger unload-
ing spout. It's controlled by a 12-volt electric winch.  See page 2.

Bill Wahouske's truck-mounted sprayer is equipped with tractor tires for improved flo-
tation and traction. “It'll walk right through the biggest mud holes and never get stuck,”
he says.
