Three sets of trippers can be set to
turn the heater on at times you need
hot water, or when rates are lower at
off-peak times. A manual override

switch gives you the convenience of

turning on for more hot water for un-

expected guests, large washing loads,
etc,

“Infracon”, an exciling new energy
saving device, automatically turns
lights on when a person enters a room
and shuts them off after everyone
leaves.

“The presence of small animals like a
mouse or small dog would not acti-
vate the system. To activate Infracon,
an animal would have to be very large
and very active to produce the same
amount of heat as a human."

The sensor connects to a control
unit which is wired to the room's
existing lighting system. Infracon
measures 6% in. by 2% in., and in-
stalls in suspended ceilings so that
less than 1% in. shows

The unit can be installed in new or
existing homes or buildings. Its solid
state circuitry minimizes its power
usage.

One Infracon covers up to a 365 sq.
ft. area. To cover larger areas, two
sensors can be connected to one con-
trol unit. Infracon sells for $129,
which includes the control unit and
one sensor.
